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Previous survey-based research on the unconditional
worst forms for child labor (UWFCL) has primarily
been descriptive and quditative. Very little quantitative
information on children in the UWFCL has been
collected. The current project seeksto develop a
sampling framework and methodol ogy for estimating
the incidence and distribution of these target groups at
the national level.
