In Cambodia, child labor is a common phenomenon.
Extensive rural poverty, including food and income
shortages, has led to increased migration to urban and
border areas for work in high growth and export
industries. Children work under hazardous conditions
in small industries such as brick-making, salt farms,
fishing and fish-products processing, as well as in the
informal sector as domestic workers and porters.
Cross-border migration to Thailand and Vietnam for
work has also increased children’s risk for trafficking
for sexual and labor exploitation. In urban areas,
children work in restaurants, construction, and tourism,
in addition to working as street vendors and scavengers.

Through the provision of education services, this
project withdrew 5,860 children and prevented 5,884
children from the worst forms of child labor (WFCL),
including trafficking and hazardous work in brick-
making, portering, salt production, fishing, and urban
child labor. The project worked in 15 provinces:
Sihanoukville, Kampot, Kep, Phnom Penh, Kampong
Cham, Siem Reap, Banteay Meanchey, Koh Kong,
Kandal, Svey Reang, Krachie, Rattanakiri, Kompong
Thom, Kampong Channam, and Battambang.

Reduce the number of children engaged in the worst
forms of child labor in Cambodia.

e Improve national and provincial policy frameworks
to support the achievement of National and ILO
targets for reducing child labor by 2015 and ending
WEFCL by 2016;

e Strengthen the capacity of national institutions and
key stakeholders; mobilize networks at the
provincial and national levels to effectively combat
WFCL and increase public awareness
