· Focus on Key Impacts Highlight the main impacts of the intervention or programme being evaluated. Be clear about the changes and outcomes observed.
· Explain the Methodology Concisely Provide an overview of the research design and evaluation methods used. Limit the use of technical jargon. Focus on the credibility of the methods and their relevance to the context.
· Context Matters Briefly describe the broader context in which the programme operates. This helps researchers understand the relevance of the results.
· Use Visuals to Support Findings Incorporate graphs, charts, and infographics to present data in a visually appealing way. Visuals make complex information more accessible to a wider audience. 
· Address Limitations Transparently Acknowledge the study's limitations and potential sources of bias. Be transparent about any constraints on e.g., research design, methodology, and data.
· Emphasise Implications and Recommendations Clearly state how your findings would be important for future research, policy, practice, and theory. Offer actionable recommendations for future research.
· Keep it Concise Impact evaluation briefs should be to the point. Focus on essential information to maintain the reader's attention.
· Printing Remember to modify the background colours of this template to make it more printer-friendly.

· Present the main findings of the impact evaluation, organised by objective. 
· Include relevant tables or figures. 
Context 
· Provide background information on the programme or intervention being evaluated. 
· Include relevant social, economic, or policy factors. 
· Outline the programme’s theory of change; explain how the intervention was expected to create impacts.

Conclusions
· Summarise the key takeaways from the evaluation, emphasising the main impacts and recommendations. 
· Reiterate the importance of the evaluation’s findings and their potential implications for future research. 
Recommendations
· Analyse and interpret the findings in the broader context of the programme’s goals and objectives. 
· Discuss the implications of the results for future research, policy, practice, and theory. 
· Provide clear and actionable recommendations based on the evaluation findings.

Discussion
· Discuss the strengths and limitations of the evaluation methodology and data used. 
· Address potential sources of bias and explain how they could be mitigated. 
· Discuss any sensitivity analyses or robustness checks conducted to test the validity of the findings. 
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
