· Engage your Readers from the Start Capture the reader's attention by explaining why the research topic matters and how it relates to everyday life.
· Summarise Key Findings Clearly and succinctly state the main research findings in simple language, avoiding complex methodological or statistical details.
· Visualise the Data Use visuals like maps, graphs, and infographics to help the audience grasp the research results more easily.
· Relate to Real-World Impact Explain how the research findings can have real-world implications and how they may affect people's lives.
· Include Recommendations for Action Suggest actionable steps, policies, and programmes based on the research findings. Offer practical ways in which the research insights can be applied in various contexts.
· Conclude with a Clear Message End the brief with a clear and impactful conclusion that reinforces the research's significance and implications.
· Avoid Technical Language Ensure that the language used in the brief is accessible and free of technical jargon.

· Provide a brief introduction to the research problem, objectives, and question(s). 
· Explain the relevance and main contribution of the research.
Context
· Provide a brief description of why it is important to address the topic of your research.
· Include maps, figures, or real-life examples to describe how your research is relevant to the given context.  
Results
· Summarise the key data sources and variables used in the study. 
· Present the main findings of the analysis, organised around the research question(s).

Conclusions
· Summarise the main findings and their implications. 
· Emphasise the contributions of the research and its potential impact. 
Call to Action
· Emphasise the importance of the research and its potential to drive positive social change.
· Identify key stakeholders who should be involved in the next steps. 
· Encourage readers to take action in their respective roles. 
Discussion
· Explain and interpret the findings using non-technical language. 
· Discuss the implications and contributions of the research to people’s everyday lives. 
· Address any limitations or challenges encountered during the research process. 
· Consider comparing and contrasting the findings with the existing literature.
